Heidelberg Catechism

Q. 73. Why then does the Holy Spirit call baptism the washing of
regeneration and the washing away of sins?

A. God speaks in this way for a good reason. He wants to teach us that the
blood and Spirit of Christ remove our sins just as water takes away dirt from
the body.[1] But, even more important, he wants to assure us by this divine
pledge and sign that we are as truly cleansed from our sins spiritually as we
are bodily washed with water.[2]

Q. 74. Should infants, too, be baptized?

A. Yes. Infants as well as adults belong to God’s covenant and congregation.
[1] Through Christ’s blood the redemption from sin and the Holy Spirit,
who works faith, are promised to them no less than to adults.[2] Therefore,
by baptism, as sign of the covenant, they must be grafted into the Christian
church and distinguished from the children of unbelievers.[3] This was done
in the old covenant by circumcision,[4] in place of which baptism was insti-
tuted in the new covenant.[5]

Q. 75. How does the Lord’s Supper signify and seal to you that you share
in Christ’s one sacrifi ce on the cross and in all his gifts?

A. In this way: Christ has commanded me and all believers to eat of this
broken bread and drink of this cup in remembrance of him. With this
command he gave these promises:[1] First, as surely as I see with my eyes
the bread of the Lord broken for me and the cup given to me, so surely was
his body offered for me and his blood poured out for me on the cross. Second,
as surely as I receive from the hand of the minister and taste with my mouth
the bread and the cup of the Lord as sure signs of Christ’s body and blood, so
surely does he himself nourish and refresh my soul to everlasting life with his
crucified body and shed blood.
